Students wishing to pursue professional health
degree programs are encouraged to complete the
following coursework as electives: PHYS 110-4,
PHYS 111-4, MATH 100-3, and or MATH 101-3.
These courses may help in preparation for the
required admission entrance examinations (i.e.
The Medical College Admission Test or MCAT).

ENGL 104 is not recommended for students
pursuing professional health degree programs. It
is often not accepted as an appropriate ENGL
credit by post-baccalaureate institutions.

Students enrolling in any HHSC course with
prerequisites are required to complete all
prerequisite coursework with a grade of C or
better or have permission to register from the
Program Chair.

Students must ensure that all prerequisites are
fulfilled prior to registering for any course. This is
important for “pick-list” courses as appropriate
program progression ensures prerequisites will be
met.
