DEGREE EVALUATIONS: The Degree Evaluation is an interpretation of the Undergraduate Calendar for the year that you were 
admitted and helps display the requirements needed for your program.   
 
DOUBLE MAJORS: Students who are considering to double major should speak with their Student Advisor as soon as possible. 
 
MINORS:  To see available minors, please refer to the Declaration of Minor Form or look in the Program pages of the Undergraduate 
Calendar.  Minors are a structured way to use your electives while also completing a secondary concentration.  
 
HONOURS: Students can apply for the Honours Program after 60 credit hours of study, with a minimum GPA of 3.33 in the last 60 
credit hours. Note, attaining the minimum GPA does not guarantee entry into the Honours Program; entry is at the discretion of the 
Department. Once admitted to the Honours Program, to remain in the program, students must maintain a semester GPA of 3.33, as 
well as receive no grade lower than a C+ in any Psychology course after entry.
